	“MOLISE” is a region of Central Italy, situated on the South-Central Apennines,  in the South-East.

The territory is subdivided between mountains (55%) and hills (45%), with a short area of coast-line along the Adriatic Sea in the North-East.

	Occupation
	The economy of the region is based upon agriculture: the principal products are cereals, vegetables, fruits, olive oil, wine. Industry is developed  principally in the sector of foodstuffs, metal-mechanics, clothing, and  building materials. Tourism sector is developed from the beaches of Termoli to the mountains of the Matese.

	Mountains
	The mountainous zone comprehends the “Monti della Meta”, in the lower section of the Abruzzese Apennines, the “Monti del Matese” and the “Sannita” Apennines, that make up the Northern part of the Campano Apennines.

	Waters  (rivers, lake…)
	The rivers are all of the torrent-like character.  The most important on the Adriatic slope is the “Fortore”, that flows into the “Pugliese” region, the river “Trigno” and the river “Biferno”, that come from the “Matese”.

	Climate 
	The climate in the region is the continental type, more emphasized in the zones further away from the sea in high altitudes. It reflects the results of various factors: the exposure of the Adriatic sea which is shallow and inland, the presence of the massif “Matese” that blocks the temperate currents coming from the Mediterranean sea and brings precipitation; the absence of coastal mountainous chains that don’t hinder the cold currents coming from the north-east. 

	Flora
	Along the hills, enough luxuriant, “la macchia mediterranea” exists,  with shrubs, such as: thyme, rosemary and lavander, at a higher elevation there are forests of oak (Quercus  robur) trees, European beeches, pines and fir trees.

	Fauna
	The fauna is richer than in many other Italian regions.  Some species have been saved, thanks to the protection offered by the National Park of Abruzzo, Lazio and Molise.  The region hosts wolves (Canis lupus italicus), foxes (Vulpes vulpes), hares, squirrels (Sciuris vulgaris), chamoises (Rupicapra  pirenaica ornata), and most rarely, wild cats (Felis silvestris); there are numerous kind of birds.
