Changes of the vegetation on the Pálava hills
Flora of the Pavlov hills and the Milovice upland is given by the diversity of the natural conditions of this territory. As a result, species richest district in the Czech republic was formed here. Local natural community is mainly determined by the ice- and after-ice age. Vegetation of the Pálava was considerably influenced by the human activity. Originally was the main part of the Pavlov hills covered by trees. The forest stand was substantially represented by šípak oak wood, which can be hardly found nowadays. In the Middle Ages appreciable disforestation occurred due to developing of new pastures and timbre harvesting for building industry and to gain firewood. This intensive usage of forest stands led to nearly complete clearage of the Pálava. As late as in the second half of the 19-th century efforts of restitution of trees appear. Nowadays non-wood community mainly prairie and forest steppe are dominant on Pálava, wood ecosystems fill in only 35% of the area.
Sheep breeding on the Pálava

Grazing of goats and sheeps started in small scale also on the Pálava. In the difficult accessible meadows the grass growth was practically impossible to be cut, but for the animals it is easily available. It is a controlled pasture so animals don’t destroy protected vegetation in the reservation. They are moved over the land in a suitable way. In this district there is also a lack of  herdsmen. Herdsman in the Pálava area is Igor Janás.
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
